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We accept stamps anyway you send them (corners or envelopes or whole envelopes).  If they are trimmed leaving 1/8-1/4” of envelope surrounding the stamp, this will save a lot on postage when they are mailed to us.


These must be STAMPS; buyers do not buy metered mail.


Damaged stamps (torn stamps or stamps missing corners, etc.) cannot be used and must be discarded.


Please do not cut stamps off the post cards.


It takes over 3,000 stamps for a pound so it is necessary to save all stamps.


The number in the bottom left corner is the year of the stamp and not the Printer’s Code Number (PCN).
